DESCRIPTION

(resin) as binder that is mixed with terrazzo aggregates (chips) to create the Key Epoxy Terrazzo topping.  Mix ratio by 
volume is 5 parts A:1 part FCB.  KEY #108-FCB EPOXY TERRAZZO HARDENER is also mixed with Key #108 part A 
Matrix (resin) for use as fast cure epoxy grout to fill small air voids (micropores) revealed after the initial grinding process. 

KEY CONSIDERATIONS
•  Substrate temperature must be a minimum of 50ºF
•  Reduced working time, plan work accordingly
•  Follow all mixing instructions

APPLICATION
SURFACE PREPARATION

Surface Preparation is the most critical portion to any 
successful resinous flooring system application. All 
substrates must be properly prepared as outlined in Key 
Resin Technical Bulletin #1.  Work must be performed by 
trained or experienced contractors or maintenance person-
nel. The Key Resin Technical Service Department is 
available to answer any questions.

INSTALLATION
Installation of KEY EPOXY TERRAZZO SYSTEM involves 
several steps including setting divider strips to the archi-
tects specifications, priming, troweling to specified thick-
ness, grinding, grouting, polishing and sealing.  For specific 
installation guidelines, contact Key Resin Technical 
Service.

CLEAN UP
Clean skin with soap and water.  Tools and equipment 
should be cleaned with xylene or lacquer thinner.  Consult 
Safety Data Sheet (SDS) for safety and health precautions.
